Action: The Clerk will contact the contractor regarding the spring on the gate, otherwise will purchase a new spring.

f. Website update – Cllr Kember advised the meeting that the training sessions were going well, the next one due on Wednesday 16th July.
g. Approval and adoption of the Risk Assessment 

Resolution: The Council approved and adopted the Risk Assessment.

h. Feedback after the village fete – The fete was a success with residents and local businesses showing great support and enthusiasm. 
i. Beer festival – Cllr Coles advised that another meeting would be set up to continue the organising of the event.
j. Footpaths – Cllr Coles pointed out that as Cllr Burton was stepping down as a Councillor someone would be required to walk the footpaths which Cllr Burton covered. Cllr Miller agreed to take the on monitoring of these paths. 
k. P/2014/0360 – due to the public concern regarding this application a drop in event was arranged for Tuesday 24th June at the Parish Room. The applicants, Mr and Mrs Latham and their two sons attended the drop in which was well attended. Members of the public were able to discuss any concerns they had with the application and show their support or objection to the proposal.

Wrexham Council Borough Council’s Planning Committee will be sitting on 28th July. A succinct three minute address outlining the communities’ objections will be presented (anyone wishing to support the application shall also be allowed to address the committee). All the County Councillors who are on the Committee will be contacted prior to the meeting to outline the objections to be raised.

Members voted against the removal of condition 2 (8 against, 2 abstentions) as the discharge of the condition, which restricts the occupancy of the dwelling to agricultural (or forestry workers), would set a precedent for other similar applications.
