1. 2959. COMMENTS & QUERIES FROM MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC 
Rachel Harris addressed the meeting, firstly congratulating volunteers and members on the successful grant application for the new play equipment at the Park and also the continuing fundraising for the match funding for the project.

Ms Harris also wished to ask the Community Council to make some enquiries in regards to the feasibility of having zebra crossings in the village to enable residents of all abilities to cross the roads in Overton. The three suggested roads were Penyllan Street, High Street and Wrexham Road.

Additionally it was requested that consideration be given to ‘wicking baskets’. These are large baskets which can either grow vegetables, have free food placed in them and members of the community can become involved in maintaining the baskets or using the produce from them.
These two items will be added to the October agenda.

Mr and Mrs Farrer, Fairleigh, Station Road, addressed the meeting regarding a recent planning application P/2014/0592. They wished to raise their objections regarding the proposal, which they had been notified of a few days ago. However, the application had been received by the Community Council in mid August and a Planning Meeting had already been held and objections submitted to Wrexham Planning Department on 1st September 2014. It was agreed that the Clerk would look into why the adjacent residents had only just been notified, which did not enable them to present their concerns to Overton Community Council.

Under the Occupier's Liability Act 1984 householders owe a duty of care to anyone on their property, whether they are entitled to be there or not. The duty is to protect people from an injury as a result of a foreseen hazard. If anti-vandal paint has been applied to a wall and an intruder slips and injures himself as a result, this is something that the householder could have predicted. Householders could also be caught up by the Highways Act 1980 if anti-vandal paint is used on a wall or surface which adjoins a public highway. The Highways Act states that care must be taken to avoid "harm or injury" to any person or animal using the highway.

Playingfield Meeting
All the matters arising in connection with the Football Club have been forwarded to them for comment. Members raised concerns regarding the dugouts; no ‘prototype’ had been shown to the community council prior to installation. There is no wire meshing to prevent the dug outs being occupied when not in use. The quality of the roof of the dugout is poor.
Action: The Clerk will contact the Football Club
Cllr Lynch will contact Eastwick to request quotes for maintenance work to be carried out. A few dates will also be emailed out for some of the maintenance work to be carried out.
The replacement bark will not be ordered until the remedial work on the trims and uprights have been completed.
