Dee Valley Water consultation – Cllr Coles had read through the consultation and summarised; consultation sets out how they will manage adequate supplies of clean wholesome water to their customers during a drought. Dee Valley Water takes 82% of its water from the River Dee the rest comes from a series of reservoirs and a spring in Llangollen. In the Drought Plan drought action triggers, scenarios and drought management actions are listed along with environmental impacts
10.  2986. TO RECEIVE REPORTS / ISSUES / DRAFT DOCUMENTS
a. Consideration and criteria for zebra crossings in the village – Discussed under the ‘Public Section’
b. Wicking boxes – Members suggested that a ‘trial’ box could be installed at the Scout Hut. The Groups who attend Brownies, Beavers, Scouts etc., could all be invited to become involved in the building of the box and filling it.

c. Feedback from the first Overton Beer Festival – Prior to Cllr Coles giving the members feedback on the event, the Chairman thanked her for all her hard work and instigating the inaugural beer festival. The Chairman also thanked all those who volunteered in the preparation and running of the event
68 tickets were sold before the event and Laurence Chalk and Geoff Mason sold 40 tickets on the door (118 people attended). Dave and Shirley Samuels served the beers. There were 5 casks of beer and some ciders. Everyone with a ticket was given a free half pint to start their evening off. Roy Richards opened the Club bar for people who preferred wine, lager or soft drinks.
Peter Lynch and his daughter Holly worked hard in the kitchen serving Overton Sausages on bread rolls and everyone with a ticket was served one for free. The hall was decked out in beautiful bunting kindly leant to us by Richard Hewitt and there were T lights on the tables. Richard Hewitt was a valuable member of our working party but was unable to attend on the night.

Overton Twinning Association had a table in the hall selling plates of cheeses and plates of cakes. They made £100 for their Association.

The band was Bandjack who played off and on during the evening. They were good but some people found them a bit too loud. We could consider asking them to start at a later time next year or have longer intervals. 

We raised £614 for the Playingfield and the evening was a great success.

d. Response from Overton Football Club regarding the installation of dugouts and other outstanding maintenance items - 
The Football Club requested the community council’s approval for the installation of discrete window grids to protect the windows from breakages.

The dug outs have not had any issues when not in use, therefore the Football Club suggested that there was no requirement for a mesh covering.

The painting work is due to be carried out as per lease.

Action: Council members approved the Football Club’s installation of the discrete window grids and for the dugouts to remain without any mesh coverings.

The Clerk will advise the Football Club of the Councils decisions and also that the paint work should be completed by the end of October as it should have been completed 5 months ago.

e. St Mary’s School Governors meeting - Cllr Rogers advised the meeting that following the Estyn 
Inspection four recommendations were highlighted for action;
R1 - Improve standards of writing in Welsh

R2 - Provide more opportunities for pupils to use their numeracy skills across the curriculum

R3 - Ensure that the self-evaluation processes and planning for improvement derive securely from a wide range of evidence and involves all staff and governors

R4 - Improve the role of the governing body in strategic planning
A plan has now been drawn up to address the recommendations over the next 12 months.

Cllr Rogers added that a new PTA had been set up, but there were no further details at present.

f. Christmas lights 
A brief discussion took place regarding the existing Christmas lights and their installation this year.

Cllr England proposed the installation of the lights this year, seconded by Cllr Rogers. The Chairman asked for a vote of approval – 7 in favour 1 abstention.

Action: Cllr Miller will look into the cost and styles of replacement decorations available and feedback to the Council prior to the Precept being set – December meeting
