Burglary – at a gentleman’s home in the village; money stolen enquiries ongoing.  Window / door alarms etc. applied for from Community Safety, unfortunately the is no money available for this type of funding now,
Other issues – Suspicious Circumstances. 

Number plates found on Argoed Lane, enquiries ongoing in case they are off a stolen vehicle. 

Suspicious looking male reported seen looking into gardens in the village.  PCSO 2610 Robina Ahmed was on duty at the time and conducted an area search but unfortunately this proved negative.

Suspicious vehicle seemed to be abandoned in Cae Dyah Lane.  This vehicle was recovered and taken away.  The owner was not from this area and there are no reports of it being stolen etc. 

Another suspicious vehicle seen on Church Road, Overton and heading off in the direction of Bangor on Dee.  Registration number given but it’s not sure if it was entirely correct.  The Crime Car patrolled the area but there were negative sightings of this vehicle. 

Road traffic accident occurred on Pen-y-Llan Road when a lorry collided with a bus at the bus stop.  Driver got the registration number which was given to the police and enquiries have been carried out. 

PCSO Maurice was advised that a yellow school bus had been reported to Wrexham Council and The Maelor School, as it been seen driving down Dark Lane on the school run. 

Prior to the following discussion, the Chairman advised members that originator of the recent emails regarding the installation of the bollards had asked for total anonymity when discussions took place.
Recent installations of bollards opposite Dispensary Row.

A discussion took place regarding the recently installed concrete bollards opposite Dispensary Row.  As no parking issues or complaints had been received by Overton Community Council in recent years relating to the aforementioned, members agreed and approved the decision that the Clerk would, after consultation with the Police, request the bollards are removed and the pavement reinstated.

a. Review and adopted the Financial Regulations –members approved and adopted the Financial Regulations.
b. Fracking – Cllr Coles gave members an explanation of the fraking process. Members discussed ways to inform members of the public regarding the pros and cons of the fraking process. Proposed by Cllr Pugh and seconded by Cllr Rogers
Action: Cllr Coles and the Clerk to organise a public consultation and article for publication in the Oracle.
c. Drop in dates and venues – members filled in the drop in date rota.
d. Condition of pavement along Station Road – moved to 13. Highways 
e. Vehicle activated sign – members approved the purchase of the first sign (This was approved previously under 8.3018 Matters Arising M091214). The Clerk will look into costs and the styles which are available.
f. School Governor’s Report – Cllr Rogers advised that the school currently has two Foundation Governors vacancies; sub committees have been set up in the school, two teachers have become Team Leaders. Additional training has been given to the Headteacher, Deputy Head and Team Leaders to carry out staff appraisals. Estyn are due to re-inspect in July or September.
g. Play equipment opening event working party – The opening event is planned for 26th April 2015 between 2-3pm at the Playingfield. Light refreshments will be available. Face painting and balloons may be considered.
h. Website update – Cllr Thomas-Spires updated members regarding council website. Clarification as to what should be placed on Facebook was discussed. Members agreed that any information/event news can be put on ‘Whats Happening’, but only local information should be uploaded onto Facebook.
i. Footpaths – Cllrs Coles gave members feedback on a recent footpath meeting. Cllrs Coles, Hewitt and Miller will keep a list of the footpaths covered and update the council regularly with maintenance work being carried out on them.
Footpath 22 at Plas Yn Y Coed has been diverted by walkers over many years due to a damaged bridge and walkers detouring around it. Sean Hanratty (WCBC footpaths) has now said they are probably going to mend the bridge and re-open the definitive path, rather than putting the diversion on the map.
j. Christmas lights – Cllr Miller has met with one installer, but is due to meet with other suppliers and will feedback at the next meeting
k. Overton Twinning Association – Cllr Miller handed a twinning report for members to read. The next Twinning meeting will be held next week and a report will be given to members at the next meeting.
l. Litter picking – Cllr Coles advising the meeting of a recent successful litter pick, 11 bags of rubbish was collected. A community litter pick is being arranged for 21st March and all members were urged to attend. It was noted that all voluntary litters pickers had been advised that they should wear high viz jackets when out picking.
m. Working party to review the Internal Control procedure – Cllrs Pugh, Rogers and Walker will review the procedure.
n. Approval of Clerk’s appraisal – members approved the appraisal.
o. Devolved powers – due to Wrexham Council enquiries regarding County Library Trusts, the initial contact with Gresford Library will be put on hold until more information is known.
