ASB: - A snowball with an egg in it was apparently thrown at a window in the village.  The person concerned knew who the offender was and words of advice have been given by a colleague from Rhos as Overton PCSO’s were on annual leave/rest days/sick leave at the time.   No further ASB issues reported around the village.

Other issues: – Suspicious Circumstances.  A couple of strange things have gone on with a resident seeing someone near their car at the end of the garden as they were letting the dogs out.  Dogs ran over barking but partner did not see anyone when he went out to search the area.   No damage to the car and nothing missing. 

Also another resident saw a light moving around at the bottom of her garden near the garages.   Police attended and did find a security light on one of them switching on and off, so that may have been what they saw. General reassurance given in both circumstances together with security advice. 

An alarm was reported going off at the garage near Cost Cutter.  Police attended but the buildings were secure and no sign of forced entry.  Looked like maybe a false activation. 

A satisfaction call received via the control room from a resident regarding the Sun Flowers Christmas Charity Fundraiser.    Praise to PCSO 2858 Phil Jones and other PCSO’s who attended together with Sgt 2370 Corey McLeod.  Caller wanted to thank them so much and said they were fantastic as there were so many children there with disabilities and behaviour problems but nothing fazed any of them as they were all brilliant.   They added that the Sgt was especially helpful offering some fantastic ideas and help for next years’ event.

PCSO Service Level Agreement –

Patrols by the school were mentioned which will be carried out when possible.  As we are short staffed at present and have a large area and other schools to cover this won’t be that often but we will do our best. 

With regard to the speeding coaches through the village a letter will be sent to the Transport Managers now that the schools have re-opened. PCSO Maurice advised that a response had been received from both coach companies. Their approach regarding the concerns of speed had been very proactive. Anyone seeing a speeding coach is asked to make a note of the time, vehicle registration and company (Pats or GHA coaches)
Action: The Chairman will compile an article for the Oracle to explain to residents what action they should take if they see a speeding coach.

The Chairman suggested that the Service Level Agreement should be carried over for another month due to staff shortages.

· Meeting of Community Councils to discuss lobbying WCBC regarding budget cuts – interesting meeting. Chief Executive of Wrexham County Borough Council will be invited to attend the next meeting to discuss community council concerns. If no representation is made, Assembly Ministers will be contacted for their support.
· Local Access Forum – Cllr Coles read out a report from two recent meetings of the Local Access Forum. These meetings were informative regarding footpaths, road events and organisations who work with community groups, housing associations, and local authorities to improve all sorts of green spaces for people to use for exercise, to sit in and play in.
Cllr Coles requested that members considered funding one of the meetings (hire of the Parish Room) for one of the monthly meetings. Members approved this request.

· Town and Community Forum – feedback from this meeting from Cllr Lynch – various services will be reviewed in order to find savings and areas of reduction. 70% of those consulted on the cutbacks were opposed to reductions in the highways budget. There will be an increase in street lighting charges in April.
