Crime report – July 2015 - see attached report
1) The Chairman brought forward Correspondence 1. Correspondence from resident regarding cars parking on Salop Road causing problems for vehicles exiting Springfield Park 
· A discussion took place regarding the issue; members discussed differing views, which led to an impasse.
· Update regarding queries raised at previous drop ins – parking issues raised were addressed
· The priority for this month will be litter, especially concentrating on the Playingfield, as the amount of litter found around the Playingfield area has increased. The PCSOs will also monitor the church area where empty alcohol bottles have been found.

· Some of the windows at the football pavilion have been broken again. The Clerk advised that permission has been previously given by the community council for the football club to install grids over the windows.

· PCSO Ahmed advised the meeting that the padlock on the gate leading onto the public footpath which goes down to the river Dee had been removed and vehicles had driven down to the ‘bay’. Advice regarding security had been passed onto the landowner. Members were asked to be vigilant when walking in the area and report any suspicious activity.
