3. 3125. TO CONSIDER ANY POLICE MATTERS
Crime report – June 2015

Animal wildlife offence –dogs may have attacked and killed some pheasants in the Overton area.  Enquiries are ongoing.

Suspicious Circs, vehicle seen parked up outside a house in the village.  The driver was dressed rather oddly in a woolly hat and sunglasses.  The owner of the house phoned it in as it was there for quite a while but then he went to speak with the male who told him he had broken down and was awaiting recovery for his vehicle.   A PCSO attended and this was the case and the vehicle was recovered soon afterwards. A check was done on the vehicle and driver and all in order.

Alarm went off on Penyllan St but turned out to be false, caused by the Painter & Decorator. 

A vehicle stolen from Wrexham which damaged a car in Overton was found abandoned in the village.  Two males were arrested and details of a third male were given.  Enquiries ongoing with a view to them all are being charged.

Theft from motor vehicle

Attempted theft from vehicle.  Works van left unattended overnight and someone has tried to break in by damaging the back door lock area although there was nothing in the back of the van.  IP seems to think it may be from an altercation he had earlier with a certain male.  Enquiries are ongoing at this time.

Cllr Pugh advised PCSO Ahmed of vehicles parking on the speed bumps along School Lane, this will be looked into.

Priority this month will be to monitor vehicle speed through the village. PCSO Ahmed and Cllr Thomas-Spires will arrange to carry out a speed gun check towards the end of the month. Consideration will also be given to using the speed gun on a Sunday.
