Cllr Miller outlined the above quotations received. The Chairperson requested members vote for the company best placed to supply the Christmas lights.
Resolved: Unanimous decision to appoint Lite Limited as suppliers for the Christmas lights.

The Chairman asked members to vote for either hiring or purchasing of the Christmas lights.

Resolved: Unanimous decision - Overton Community Council will hire the Christmas lights rather than purchase them.
Discussion took place regarding as to whether the design of the lights should be considered further as it would be important to ensure the design ‘suited’ the village. Potentially this could raise the cost of hire.  It was agreed that an article should be placed in the Oracle explaining the community council’s proposal to hire the lights, costs and designs chosen and to ask the community to attend the October meeting if they had views which they wished to share with the council. This would enable residents to voice any concerns or support relating to this proposal.
Resolved: Cllrs Miller and Rogers, with the Clerk will obtain costs and compile an article for the Oracle.

3. Playground inspection by RoSPA – Cllr Lynch guided members through the points raised by the Playground Inspection and the remedial work required. 
Resolved: The Clerk will contact Melmet to request some welding is carried out and also Eastwick to replace or carry out some remedial work. The remaining work will be carried out by Cllr Lynch.
The Playingfield Committee were thanked for the continued hard work and successful upkeep of the play equipment.

4. Overton Twinning Association – Cllr Miller gave members feedback from the recent visit from La Murette. The week had been very successful, with many outings and activities.
5. Update regarding the FOI served on North Wales Police and Wrexham Council – The Clerk advised the meeting that correspondence from Trevor Coxon, Head of Corporate Responsibility, Wrexham County Borough Council, had been received. However, Mr Coxon did not answer the questions put and closed any further correspondence. 
As previously minuted the Clerk will forward this information onto County Councillor Kenyon.
