1. The Clerk advised members of the recommendations and explained differences in this year’s assets list to the previous, this was due to the installation of new play equipment, adding the war memorial, best kept village sign and street lighting to the asset list and insuring it.

c. Lease of the public toilets – Cllr Miller had spoken to a local builder to work out an approximate cost for the repair of parts of the public toilets which will need to be precepted for over the next five years or so. The sum discussed was £3000 which could be ring fenced over a number of years.
d. Twinning Association AGM – Cllr Miller updated members of the recent Twinning AGM. It is hoped that 20 visitors from La Murette will visit the village in August (2nd to 9th August). The Association have also decided to include/involve St Mary’s primary school in some events. This is in order to encourage younger participants in the Twinning Association. 
e. Confirmation of beer festival date – October 16th has been set for the date of the next beer festival. The entrance price will be £7 and will include the first ½ pint of ale and a sausage in a roll. The same live band will be hired, but there will be quiet times when only background music is being played as there were some complaints last year.
f. Approval of contribution to the resurfacing of the path around St Mary’s Church – under Local Government Act 1972 Section 214 (6) - £250 contribution – after a short discussion, Cllr Pugh proposed the contribution, seconded by Cllr Rogers – All in favour

P/2015/0249 - Knolton Farmhouse Cheese Ltd – Installation of 1 Mw solar photovoltaic farm and ancillary infrastructure.
The Council considered the above application and raised concerns regarding the naturally thriving habitat and biodiversity in this area and the effect the installation would directly have on it. 
It also noted that the design and access statement and Landscape/visual impact statement submitted by Pegasus, related to Overton in Hampshire and Wallington, Surrey.

P/2015/0281 - Land to the rear of The Old Orchard – Reduce height of trees within the hedgerow.
The Council considered the above application and noted that the applicant was not the owner of the hedge and there was no supporting evidence from the owner agreeing to the reduction. There was no evidence  submitted stating the hedgerow trees are in poor condition or why there is a need to reduce the height. The trees were mentioned in TPO173, 2011 (there are hedgerow trees present, including two reasonable sized trees on the outer boundary of the site. The trees have a good amenity value and appear to be in reasonable health for their age). The following was decided.

Cllr Pugh advised the meeting that Wrexham County Borough Council’s Enforcement Officer had visited the Ningbo site on the Lightwood Green Industrial Estate and confirmed that planning permission would be required.
