a) Renewal of Maintenance contract for the Playingfield, Cenotaph and Cemetery

Emptying of the dog bag bin at the far end of the Avenue was added to the Tender information and the current task of cutting the football pitch out of season was highlighted for members to consider at the full council meeting. Risk Assessments for the three areas was compiled and will be approved by members next week.
b) Cemetery project

c) Playingfield hedgerow renewal project

Advice has been received from two contractors: the hedge needs to be cutback quite severely in order to give pedestrians more room on the pavement; the hedge could be cut out where there is too much ivy

New spiky species should be planted behind the current hedge to add to the thickness. OCC must ensure that the new plants are watered regularly.

d) Running of the public toilets - utility services to be quoted for  as soon as the date is known when Overton Community Council will sign the lease ( Still waiting to hear from WCBC regarding the lease).

Handover package should come from WCBC with details of utility suppliers and usage rates.
