· Fete - Cllr Coles updated members after the first working party meeting - The proposed parade from the main car park to the Playingfield has been altered to a parade from the Playingfield car park, around the arena, to the far end of the field. This was due to the need to put forward an alternative route whilst the roads were closed and no other being available. Cllr Copeman will be organising the raffle and sponsorships for the fete. There are plans to hold a beer festival immediately after the fete - this is being organised by Richard Hobson.

Justification for awarding the Tender to A

Members could not justify the price quoted by B, even taking into account the selling of the ride on mower and therefore reduced insurance. They were impressed with the application, covering letter with references. They hoped that the contractor would not be put off from applying for subsequent tenders.

Members could not support the tender received from C due to the fact that it was incomplete (members were advised by the Clerk that the contractor had said that as the cemetery project had not been started, he felt unable to quote for the maintenance of the grassed area). It was noted that the two other tenders received had completed the application in full. Members felt they had to follow procedure and award the tender to A as the lowest completed tender. They hoped that the contractor would not be put off from applying for subsequent tenders.
