Objections raised:
1) The planned properties are of a poor design. Surrounding properties are all brick built and therefore mock timber cladding is inappropriate and not in keeping with the surroundings. There is insufficient information on the materials proposed for the houses
2) The vehicle turning space shown on the plan appears to be too tight for turning.

3) There is no indication as to the material to be used for the road surface - large expanses of tarmac or concrete are considered unsightly

4) No indication of the positioning of or construction of the purpose-built hibernacula for the great crested newts has been given (and how this site will be monitored and maintained, due to their protection  under both UK and European legislation) 
5) No  detailed landscaping proposals have been submitted or what methods of protection will be applied to the existing trees /soft landscaping during construction. There is also no evidence of new planting.

6) Insufficient catergorised information relating to the materials to be used in the application and the environmental sustainability of the proposed development.
