Carwyn Jones , Wales first minister came to Wrexham on Thursday and I was able to attend a meeting with him and to ask the following question.:-

“Please can you allay our fears in relation to the impactt of the Local Development Plan on rural villages such as Overton on Dee, some of which have conservation areas within them? We feel that the pressure from government downwards to meet housing demands could potentially see the demise of village communities as we know them.

What we are looking for is to be consulted on  potential developments. We would like our vision for the village and others like ours to be considered, and what we need to be taken into account , for example houses that young people can afford  to buy which would encourage the regenaration and sustainability of the villages.

Overton on Dee is set in an area of natural beauty which attracts walkers and cyclists to explore the surrounding public rights of way.”

He didn't manage to allay my fears but he did say that the Welsh Government is keen to see more affordable homes and that he would like to see more people accomodated  in the town centres .

He told me that the Local Development Plan was drawn up to show developers   where they could possibly go but that the Planning Inspectorate has the last word , not Wrexham County Borough Council
