County Councillor Kenyon advised members that new bin collections dates would soon be announced, in order to streamline the current rota.

The Chairwoman raised the condition of Highways/gulley/hedgerows and the 146 Bus Service with County Councillor Lloyd Kenyon. C Cllr Kenyon sympathised with residents who had been badly affected by the failure of GHA buses and the time it had taken WCBC resolve the problem. He advised, when asked, that there was no contingency plan should the replacement company go into administration and he was unsure if there was a spare bus if one should breakdown. Members also mentioned that the new bus timetable did not take into account normal working hours and consequently employees had to negotiate with their employers to alter their contracted working hours.
Cllr Walker questioned whether the 'Tier 3' requirement for new housing proposals would be met with the current poor public bus service or if Overton would be revised to a lower tier?

Cllr England thanked Cllr Coles for all her hard work in relation to the 146 bus service.

Members discussed the state of the highways, both on rural and main road and how the road gulleys needed to be cleared before autumnal weather arrives. Many of the gulleys are blocked with hay, leaves and general rubbish, but also there is a significant amount of weeds growing along the highways and in the gulleys, preventing water to run quickly and efficiently off the road. The hedgerows require cutting, some are now obscuring speed and hazard signs.

County Councillor Bithell had, earlier in the year, written to a resident on Salop Road and advised him that the road was due for resurfacing. The published HAMP document from WCBC did not have this listed. 
County Councillor Kenyon requested that Cllr Coles emailed him with the above details so that he can look into the situation and contact WCBC.
