5. 17/17 TO DISCUSS MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIUOS MINUTES
· Third anti slip sign received - passed to Cllr Hellingman to install (on the wall between the disabled toilet door and ladies toilet door).
· Monthly meter readings are being submitted to gas and electricity suppliers - reading will be supplied at the next Amenities meeting.
· Update on Cemetery Specification

Not all the members had been in contact with Cllr Hellingman regarding the specification. Those present noted that they had no amendments or comments to add to the document. The sequence of actions required are noted below:
1. A covering letter detailing - this letter must be approved by members by 30th May so that the tender can be advertised:

· The job is a whole job, broken into sub sections for ease of quotation

· All the necessary Health and Safety requirements should be recorded and listed by the Contractors  (a copy supplied to the Clerk to the Council)

· All the necessary Risk Assessments should be carried out and listed in a document (a copy supplied to the Clerk to the Council)

· All submitted tenders should be posted/delivered in a sealed envelope with 'Cemetery Project Tender' written on the top left hand side of the envelope. Tenders to be received by 5th July

· All Tenders will be considered at an Extra Ordinary Meeting of Overton Community Council in July. 

· The Contractor will have to commence the work no later than 14th August 2017. The whole project must be completed by 12th October 2017

· Payments will be staged upon satisfactory completion of each stage

· The Tender package is estimated to be worth between £15k to £18k (occ have ring fenced £14k)

· The Tender will be advertised on our website, noticeboard, Wrexham Leader and Shropshire Star.

· Update on resurfacing of area around the Victorian pump situated on Station Road.

It was felt that clarification on the material and style of the stones/slabs available from Westminster Stone was required. 

Action: Cllr Miller will visit the supplier (kindly donating the materials free of charge) to see if samples are available to show members. Cllr Miller will ensure these samples are available for the June meeting of the Council.

6. 18/17. TO CONSIDER AND DISCUSS FOLLOWING ITEMS
a. Overton Public Conveniences  

i. Monthly Risk Assessment of Public Toilets to be carried out -  members 
Action: Members agreed on the layout of the risk assessment and the noted risks. It was agreed that the monthly check would be carried out by the Clerk when she is noting the meter readings each month.
ii. Stock take to be carried out - Cllr Coles produced an improved version of the stock take which will be taken once a year, with purchases when received.
iii. The Clerk met with the new contractor, Peter Lynch. Each member received a  copy of the induction meeting notes for their records and information - this will be supplied to all council members prior to the next full council meeting.
iv. Project to upgrade the public toilets

It was agreed that a working party would meet to go through the initial sketches and designs by Cllr Miller. These initial sketches will then be presented to Full Council. The following task line was agreed:

1 Initial design and sketches to be discussed with Cllrs Miller, Hellingman, Lynch and Walker (Cllr Miller to arrange the date the working party meets)
2 Proposals submitted to Full Council

3 Informal advise/approval of project to be submitted to Wrexham Planning Department

Wrexham Council to be approached to ascertain proposed improvements to Public Toilets is acceptable under the current lease agreement

4 Consultation with members of the public to take place (this would be over the course of at least two/three weeks)

5 Any match funding or grants to be source

6 Project, if supported, to be included in the Precept for 2018/19
