
A Report from The Overton Amblers

July and August 2019.

10.07.19

We walked paths 10 ,1 then 15 up to where it meets 14, then we went down 14 to Red Hall Lane and back to the Trotting Mare where we had parked our cars.

Footpath 10 – all went well until we reached the bend where the path joins Overton 1. We saw the lovely new stiles that you had installed but we couldn't turn onto Overton 1 because at the join of the two paths it was completely overgrown, too much so for our secateurs unfortunately.
Footpath 1 – all well until after Bryn Hall. The next to last stile before the main road had a tree hanging over it making it difficult to cross but we trimmed what we could with our secateurs. We had a dog with us but we had to lift him over this stile and the next one also because there was no way for a dog to get through.

Footpath 15 – Again, the stiles were not dog friendly.

Footpath 14 – At Trench Farm it was not clear which route round the farm we should take. We chose the wrong one, by keeping to the left of the farm and going down their drive which was permissible but when we got onto Red Hall Lane we saw the footpath sign on the other side of the farm house.

13.07.19

We went down Musley Lane and onto path 14. We encountered 2 broken stiles, the first one immediately after The Berwyns and also the next one. When we got to the boundary of the field just before Musley Lane we couldn't find a stile so we had to climb over a fence.

We then walked path 14 to where it joins 15, then along 15 to Lightwood Green.

We returned to Overton along footpath 12 with no problem until two stiles before Electricity House; this stile is badly broken.
10.08.19

We followed the footpath around St. Mary's School. This footpath is badly overgrown but we are not sure if WCBC are responsible for cutting it or is it the responsibility of the school?

We followed footpath 17 to its junction with Cae Dyah Lane, where we had to climb over a gate because the stile was completely overgrown and obstructed. From the Cae Dyah Lane side the stile was not visible at all.

From there we followed footpath 19 and the made our way to Argoed Lane to walk footpath 23. The stile in the hedge just before the farm house was almost invisible and too overgrown for our secateurs so we walked down the farm drive and onto footpath 23 which we followed with no problems to where it joins Bangor 25, and the we returned to Overton back along 23 but we went round the other side of Argoed Farm. Where the footpath skirts the farm on the left of the buildings it is messy; there are fences down but we had no trouble getting through.

Additional Information

On footpath 36 through Mill Wood a fairly large tree has fallen across the path.

Overton Amble Saturday 14th September

On Saturday 14th of September five  members of the Overton Amblers walked footpath Overton 8 , which follows the river from Overton to Erbistock through Llan-Y-Cefn Wood and then through Knolton Wood to the  B5069 St. Martins Road.

Just before the old ferry steps opposite The Boat Inn we came across a fair sized fallen tree which we had to climb over.

We noticed shortly afterwards that the path tilted slightly towards the river and in places was dangerously close to the river. If the path had been muddy it would have been even more dangerous.

We also noticed that the last boardwalk, the last one  before we reached the track that led to the B5069 , is in need of repair.

Other than that the walk was pleasant and apart from the fallen tree the footpath was open and accessible.
